Admission for Undergraduate Degree Programs 
Regular Full-time Education, First Intake, Year 2025 

(For Candidates Graduating from High School or Equivalent Abroad) 

 

 Thai Binh Duong University (Institution Code: TBD) announces the first intake 
for its full-time undergraduate degree programs in 2025, specifically for candidates who 
have graduated from high school or equivalent abroad. The details are as follows: 

1. Admission Methods and Application Threshold

(*) Admission based on the academic performance of candidates who graduated 
from high school abroad. The admission score is calculated based on the average 
academic results of high school education abroad. The minimum application score is 
set at the pass level (50% of the grading scale used in the respective country’s high 
school system, e.g., 10/20, 15/30, etc.). 

2. Eligible  

Candidates who have graduated from high school or equivalent abroad and meet 
the admission requirements as stipulated by the Ministry of Education and Training and 
Thai Binh Duong University. The diploma must be recognized by the competent 
authority in Vietnam. 

3. Admission Quotas and Programs 

3.1. Quotas, Programs, Program Codes, and Subject Combinations

3.2. Admission Principles 

- Admission is based on ranking from highest to lowest scores until the quota is 
met. In cases where the number of candidates with the same score exceeds the remaining 
quota at a certain score threshold, additional criteria will be applied (including: average 
scores of subjects relevant to the applied program (based on the candidate’s transcript 
and its alignment with the program’s curriculum); recognized foreign language 
certificates in Vietnam). 

- The main language of instruction is French. Some courses may be offered in 
English or Vietnamese. Admitted students will be advised on a suitable study plan based 
on their language proficiency. 

4. Application Documents, Submission Period, and Submission Locations 

4.1. Application Documents 

- One (01) notarized and translated copy of the high school diploma, intermediate 
diploma, college diploma, university degree, or equivalent*. 

- One (01) notarized and translated copy of the academic transcript or certificate 
of academic results, detailing the applicant’s academic performance at previous 
institutions*. 

- One (01) copy of a valid foreign language certificate (if applicable). 

- One (01) copy of a valid passport, including the identity page and any visa pages 
(if applicable). 

- One (01) completed application form (according to the university's official 
template). 

- Two (02) recent color photographs (passport-size, taken within the last 6 
months, meeting passport photo standards). 

- Other supporting documents (if available): health certificate, health insurance 
policy, and judicial record… 

(*) Notes: 

• For international students with high school or intermediate diplomas: 
Diplomas must be recognized by the Khanh Hoa Department of Education 
and Training. 

 



 

• For international students with college or university degrees: Degrees must 
be recognized by the Ministry of Education and Training of Vietnam. 

• International students must submit transcripts or certificates of academic 
results from previous educational institutions to request exemptions for 
equivalent courses when studying at Thai Binh Duong University (this 
ensures that students do not need to retake courses they have completed at an 
equivalent or higher level abroad). 

• The university provides necessary documents and confirmations as per 
regulations to assist candidates in completing study visa procedures. 

4.2. Submission Period 

- Application submission period: From the announcement date until July 31, 2025. 

- Announcement of results: September 1, 2025. 

- Completion of admission procedures: Before October 15, 2025.

5. Announcement of Admission Results and Notes 

- Admission results will be announced on September 1, 2025 on the university’s 
online portal. 

- Results can be checked at: http://tbd.edu.vn/tra-cuu/ (candidates are responsible 
for regularly checking updates on the university’s website at www.tbd.edu.vn). Results 
will be available on the website until December 31, 2025, and will no longer be 
accessible after this date. 

- Admitted candidates must complete admission procedures (guided on the 
university’s admission procedures page) to become official students of the 2025 cohort. 
Details are available at www.tbd.edu.vn. 
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6. Tuition Fees and Scholarship Policies 

6.1. Tuition Fees 

- The university operates on a credit-based system, with a total of 130 credits 
required for the undergraduate degree (regular program). Tuition fees for the 2025 intake 
are set at VND 1,000,000 (~40 EUR) per credit and VND 130,000,000 (~5,000 EUR) 
for the entire program. 

6.2. Scholarship Policies 

- The university offers Talent Development Scholarships for newly admitted 
students.
